
2009 PROJECT FRESH CALENDAR  

What is Project Fresh?   A program that offers special coupons for Michigan grown fruits and 
vegetables.  The coupons are used at  specific farmer’s markets.    Coupons are very limited 
this year.  We only have 745 sets of coupons to distribute.   

 
Who is eligible for Project Fresh?   Current pregnant and breastfeeding women and children over age one. 
 Must be currently on the WIC to receive benefits.   The two categories not eligible for benefits this year are 
post-partum women and infants under the age of one year.   
 
How do I get the coupons?  You must go through a class that lasts about 15 minutes.  The class explains how and where 
to use the coupons and what Michigan fruits and vegetables you are able to buy.  The times listed on this flyer are when 
WIC/MSUE  team is at the site.  For example, if it says 10:00am-3:00pm.  We are there for 5 hours.  You can come any 
time between 10:00am and 3:00pm to get your coupons. 
 
What is the $ amount?  Generally, it is $20.00.  However, if you have more than one person on the program who is eligi-
ble (pregnant, breastfeeding and child over 1 year of age you may be eligible for $40.00.)   A child must be 1 year at the 
time you receive the coupons for Project Fresh.   No exceptions. 
 
Where can I use my coupons?   A  list of places and vendors for Saginaw County will be provided to you.     The larger mar-
kets are:  Downtown Farmer’s Market,  and Hemmeters Farm Market.   You can use the coupons in other counties if the 
farmer is a Project Fresh vendor.  Ask before buying.
